    [b] Occasionally unplanned closures may be necessary and this will be communicated 
through the children. If in doubt ask a teacher.

Health and Hygiene

1.
Inform the school if your child has a particular health problem.

2[a]
Parents are asked to ensure that their children are clean and wear full uniform. 
Uniforms are available at Cash's, Clonakilty.

Girls Plain navy tracksuit pants or navy trousers, navy skirt or navy pinafore.

Boys Plain navy tracksuit pants or navy trousers.

Girls & Boys Red jumper, striped tie, light grey shirt/blouse. Tracksuit bottom and 
navy polo shirt for P.E. and swimming days.

Please ensure your child can manage changing footwear by purchasing footwear with 
Velcro / strap or to teach your child how to tie laces.

Make sure each child has plenty of sleep, fresh air and exercise.

TV viewing should be controlled

4.
Each child should have a good lunch i.e. sandwich, scones, fruit, yogurt drink. 
*Sweets, crisps and chocolate are not allowed.

Regularly check your child's hair.

Homework

Homework gives the child an opportunity to work on his/her own and helps to reinforce work done at school.

1.
Young children need help with homework. Children should become more 
independent as they grow older.

2.
Homework should take approximately the following times:

Infants:
20 mins

1st – 2nd 
30 mins

3rd – 4th 
40 mins

5th – 6th 
45 mins

3[a]
When a child is unable to understand homework write a note to the class teacher 
saying so, and sign.

[b]
If a child is spending considerably longer doing homework contact the school.

4.
If homework is not presented in a satisfactory way parents will be asked to sign the 
homework. When homework is not presented the child will be asked to complete 
same during week-end.

5.
Choose a suitable environment in which to do homework.

Absence

1.
Children should not be absent except through sickness or for a genuine reason.

2.
Class teacher should be informed by note explaining a child's absence. If a child is 
absent for more than 20 days the Child Welfare Board will be informed.

3.
When a child is absent for some reason, other than illness, it is the responsibility of 
parents to ensure that work covered during this time is done.

4.
No child may leave the school premises, during school hours, without permission 
from his/her teacher. A note, phone call or personal call will be required.

Meetings

1.
Individual parent-teacher meetings take place during the months of September / 
October

2.
Parents meeting takes place in October.

3.
Parents may occasionally need to meet a teacher during the year. Make an 
appointment, this will allow the teacher to give you full attention.
